Erasmus Darwin House

Just a couple of minutes walk from Lichfield Catte#dErasmus Darwin
House is situated at the western edge of the Cath€tbse in the centre
of Lichfield. After undergoing extensive restoratjahe house opened to
the public in 1999 as the Erasmus Darwin Centkagsitor attraction and
Study Centre.

Erasmus Darwin, born in 1731, was a renowned playsiscientist,
inventor, poet and educationalist was the grandfathCharles who, in
1756, moved to Lichfield to become a successfult@roc

Darwin came to live at the House in 1758 soon aftarrying Mary
Howard. In about 1760 the Darwin’s transformedtibase, adding
several large new rooms on the west side to ceeatv front facing
away from the Cathedral and towards Beacon Stirsge Erasmus and
Polly lived happily in the 1760’s with their threeall sons, Charles,
Erasmus Junior and Robert.

During his time in Lichfield he also became one¢haf founding members
of The Lunar Society of Birmingham, along with swhinent men as
James Watt, Mathew Boulton and Josiah Wedgwoody Triegquently met
in the House where they discussed many subjeots, $cience and
industry to medicine and philosophy. Friendshipd lansiness
partnerships formed, which led to some of the nmapbrtant industrial
creations of the time.

At the rear of the house a Georgian Herb Garderbees recreated to
show how it might have looked in Erasmus’s dayfidquently used
herbs and spices in the treatment of his patients.

General Information on Civil Wedding Ceremonies

Your first step to holding a civil wedding is tovginotice of intention to
marry at your local Register Office.

If your chosen venue for the wedding ceremony s different district
from where you live, you will have to arrange thedding dates with the
Register Office for the district where the venuisated.

There will be a separate charge for the hire oRhbgistrar.

A civil ceremony usually lasts no longer than 2uates; therefore rooms
at Erasmus Darwin House are booked on a 3 houslg bahis allows
time for the arrival of your guests, the serviagnks and photography.
Guests are asked to arrive no more than 30 mimetfse the start of the
ceremony.
